Step 1. Charge the battery completely before commissioning.

Connect the rechargeable battery pack to the USB wall charger with the USB-C charge cord. The wall charger and charging
cord are inside the battery package. The indicated light will turn GREEN after the battery fully charged. It will prolong
battery lifespan. Recommend unplug charger after the battery fully charged.

Note: The spare USB wall charger can be ordered from the manufacturer. To recharge the battery, use the charger
recommended by the manufacturer.

Step 2. Decide the mounting location of the battery, either hook at the back side of the headrail or mount it to the wall

or window frame.
Refer to the images and descriptions below to mount the battery with the brackets or directly to the wall.
